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a) Analyse theories, principles, models of learning (1.1)

Procedural v declarative knowledge

Procedural knowledge is the knowledge about performing the activities rather than taking the theoretical knowledge (Rao, Olshausen and Lewicki, 2002). The teachers of the FE College will have to provide the learning materials which will enable to use the knowledge practically. The theoretical knowledge about any topic is known as declarative knowledge.

For example: Driving car is always challenging. If the learners learn about importance of the driving car. In addition about the process of driving the car, then it will be the declarative knowledge. When the learners will use the knowledge to drive car and will start driving the car, then it will be the procedural knowledge.

Skills development

Gagne has developed the theories based on some levels which are presented here.
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1. Providing the information through using the verbal process is called verbal communication.

2. Through developing the intellectual skills, the learners will be able to use the problem solving skills.

3. The development of the cognitive strategies are possible through the theory and the learners will be able to use the cognitive strategies in solving the problems.

4. The sense of being responsive to the stimuli will increase due to the development of motor skills by the theory.

5. The theories of learning will increase the positive attitudes of learners about any topic.

Ryle has confirmed that the knowing that means the learners will just get the theoretical knowledge. In contrast, knowing how will enable that learners have practical idea about the activities.

Formal v non formal learning

Formal learning is the way where the teachers provide learning in formal organisation. In contrast, non-formal learning is the learning which is achieved by the learners personally.

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a) Analysis of theories, principles and models of communication (2.1)

For that reason, the researcher will present the analysis of different theories, principles, and models of communication which are used worldwide.


Cognitive Development Theory

Cognitive development theory has been developed by Jean Piaget and the theory focuses on the fact that the people are learning through using the cognitive abilities. There are different stages of the cognitive development which are given here.
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Sensorimotor: The sensorimotor stage include the children of 0 to 2 years. In this stage, children will be able to develop the senses. At the same time, the children will be able to communicate with the motor movement.

Preoperational Stage: The preoperational stage is from 2 to 7 years. The children starts to use the symbols and language. For that reason, the main development of the children occurs that they are able to use the symbols and language.

Concreate Operational Stage: The concreate operation stage is from 7 to 12 years. In this stage, the children are able to use the logical thinking approach. So, they will start the communication through logical thinking.

Cognitive Develop Theory of Leve Vygotsky
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According to the theory, the cognitive development of the people depends on the socio-cultural environment of the society. The people will communicate with the society and will perform different activities in the society. And, the process will help the people develop the abilities of communication. There are some stages which are analysed here.

Social: The learners will have to communicate with the society and will mix with the different factors of the society. At the same time, learners will be able to learn about the values, norms, and attitudes from the society.

Private: Private speech means the process of explaining personal experience with the others of the society. The learners will have to express their own worlds while communicating with the society. By the process, the learners will be able to learn the process of communication.

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Aristotle Model of Communication

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Norm References: Teachers of FE College can check whether the performance of the learners is up to the standard or not by comparing the performance with the standards (Lloyd, Hancock and Campbell, 2007). The learners of FE College will get idea about their lacking and then will be able to take corrective actions in future.

For example: the CGPA can be used as the standards of the assessment and the teachers can assess the result of the learners based on the standards.

Abstract Conceptualization: Abstract conceptualization means that the learners will be able to develop the concept in mind with the new experience.

For example: The learners have learned about the motivational theories and how the motivational theories can be used for motivating the others.

Active Experimentation: The ideas will be used by the learners in the practical world to get the result.

For example: If the learners learn about the process of driving a car and then use the knowledge in the practical field by driving the car, then it is called active experimentation.
